Dear Scholarship Applicant:

The Eureka Lodge #16 Scholarship Program was established to help those students graduating from high schools in our community who are all-American young people.  Applicants are not necessarily top academic achievers, but are consistently striving to do their best and are active contributors to the betterment of the communities in which they live.  Scholarships awarded by Eureka Lodge #16 are in the amount of $500.00 (or more).  The program description follows:

Who is Eligible?

Graduating seniors from local Placer County High Schools are eligible.  Applicants must be legal U.S. residents and reside in local communities in and around Auburn.  Applicants must enroll in a full-time undergraduate course of study at an accredited two or four-year college, university or vocational-technical school in the United States.  APPLICANTS DO NOT HAVE TO HAVE A MASONIC AFFILIATION TO BE AWARDED A SCHOLARSHIP FROM EUREKA LODGE #16.  If no qualified applications, or an insufficient number of applications, are received, Eureka Lodge #16 reserves the right to award a scholarship(s) to qualified graduating seniors from other public and private schools.
How to Apply:

1. Complete the application.

2. Mail in completed application by May 15th, address noted below.
Please be sure to answer each question completely.  Take special care to note all community volunteer services you have performed.  Only one submission per student will be accepted.

How Scholarship Recipients Are Selected:

The Eureka Lodge #16 Scholarship Program is managed by Eureka Lodge #16 and the Eureka Lodge #16 Scholarship Committee.  The Scholarship Committee will screen all applications and make final selection of awards based upon the following criteria:

1. All information contained in the application.

2. Number of community volunteer service hours.

3. The applicant’s list of volunteer leadership awards and/or honors.

4. A grade point average (GPA) between 2.0 and 3.5.

When Will I know?

Recipients for the scholarship awards will be notified by Eureka Lodge #16 after June 1st.

How Are Scholarships Paid?

On June 7th, 2010, Eureka Lodge #16 will present a Scholarship Certificate to the selected recipient at an awards ceremony to be held at Eureka Lodge in Auburn, CA.  Award recipients and their parents and siblings will be guests of Eureka Lodge #16 at the dinner and ceremony starting at 6:30PM.  

All awarded monies are made payable to you upon proof of registration at an institution of higher learning as described below.

Are There Any Obligations If Awarded a Scholarship?

Recipients of a Eureka Lodge #16 Scholarship must be enrolled at an accredited institution of higher learning with a course load of 12 semester units or more.  Proof of registration must be presented to the Eureka Lodge #16 Scholarship Committee no later than July 31 of the Scholarship year.  In the event a recipient does not enroll in an accredited institution by the fall term of the school year in which the scholarship was awarded, the scholarship will be forfeited and, where possible, awarded to an alternate recipient.
